JOURNEY OF THE INDIAN DANCES

Dance has always been there among
the mankind and in the animal world.
Animals, especially birds danced even
before humans could. Early humans
prior to the advent of language and
music, gathered around and danced
merrily. It has always been a popular
form of celebration throughout the
mankind. During the early period,
when humans were hunters and
gatherers, they brought their hunt,
gathered around it and danced to
express the happiness of their
successful hunt. The Indus Valley
civilisation provides the evidences of
dance, found through the remains of
Mohenjodaro(3000 BCE), popularly
known as the dancing girl. Tracing
through the Indian scriptures, it can
be known that dance was always a
part of the Sanathana society. In the
Pre-Vedic and Vedic period(1500
BCE), dance was performed as part
of the ritual, it was performed more as
worship than for entertainment. It was
seen as one of the forms to please
the deities. There are mentions of
Usha who is compared to a dancer
and about Gandharvas and nymphs
who were celestial artists who danced
and sang.

In the Puranik period, dance was
securing place during celebrations.
Ramayana mentions evidences of
dance performed in Ayodhya during
the celebrations of coronation. In
Mahabharata, dance was more
prominent as Krishna indulged
himself in Raas with Gopis. Raas was
a celebratory dance performed in
circles mostly placing Krishna in the
centre. Later, Arjuna’s father Indra
had appointed apsaras who were
adept dancers, they taught Arjuna
dance and later he used it to disguise
himself as a dance teacher in the
kingdom of Virata. By this time dance
had taken a high position in the
society. In Kaliyuga, dance was
initially seen as a part of ritualistic
practice. It was performed inside the
temples, majorly to appease the god,
eventually it was started to perform
for the public however, performers
were restrained only inside the temple
complex. The dance performed inside
the sanctum sanctorum were for the
god, and performed anywhere else
was for public.
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JOURNEY OF THE INDIAN DANCES (Contd.)

The evidences of temple dancers are
found from the age of Chanakya’s
Arthashastra, where he mentions
about the salaries to be paid to a
temple dancer. These dancers had a
good position in the society. They were
paid well salaries and were given
grants from royals for their service to
the god. The Mughals brought dancers
from temple to courts. It is evident that
from this period there were two
categories of dancers, the temple
dancers (devadasi) and court dancers
(rajadasi), the former performed inside
the temple and the latter performed in
the durbar halls and some even
performed inside the private quarters
of the king to put him to sleep. Both
the dancers had a good position in the
society, temple
respected more while the court
dancers were paid more. The advent
of British affected the societal position
of the dancers and the performances
were also drastically curbed. Court
dancers were thrown out of the job as
there were no more monarchy, and
temple dancers were reduced to such
an extent that those who once owned
lands and money were now struck in
poverty, struggling for one time’s food.

Thus utter poverty and lack of family to
lean on, led them to find other jobs,
some of them had to choose jobs at
the brothel as they were left with no
other choice. This turned as an
advantage to the British who termed
every dancer as prostitute and even
banned performances of any dance
form. They called it Anti-Nautch girls
movement.
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JOURNEY OF THE INDIAN DANCES (Contd.)

People who knew the significance of the art form started teaching it to male
dancers to preserve and protect the art form. Gradually more people started
learning these dance, secretively at the teachers’ houses. The people who were
aware of the Indian arts and the need to protect and promote them struggled
through the odds to bring it back to the society and raise its awareness. By 21
century, dance forms were recovering, more people had started learning these
dance forms. The establishment of Sangeet Natak Akademi was a milestone in the
development of these dances. The division of classical and folk dances was done.

The classical dance forms are more popular and are given international platforms.
Folk dances have also been given importance and some of them have gained
popularity globally. The showcase of these dances in Indian cinema have also
contributed to the widespread popularity. Today, Indian dances have international
audience, many platforms and exposure to creativity and innovation. These dances
have come a long way surviving all the odds. Preservation has been done, but the
newly raising concern is protecting the authenticity of these arts. In the name of
innovation, the roots are sometimes forgotten. It is the duty of the dancers to add
creativity in an extent that its roots are not unrooted and the authenticity is
preserved.
